PRINCIPLE – A rule or law concerning the operation of natural or, in the case of ELOHIM, supernatural phenomena.

EXPECT – To look forward to the occurrence or appearance of; To consider reasonable or due.

FRET – To be vexed, troubled, or overly concerned; To “disturb the surface” of something.

Often times, as joint-heirs of Jesus Christ, we FRET instead of EXPECT!

· “Lupita” example of “not waiting or expecting”

THE PRINCIPLE OF EXPECTATION – Those who belong to God and follow His PRECEPTS (a principle or rule imposing a standard of action or conduct) are entitled by the Covenant of His Word to all the sustenance promised to a joint-heir of Jesus Christ.

The Exception to the Expectation – God doesn’t bless mess.  Godly Wisdom is the key to proper application of the process in being “expectant.”  Disobedience disrupts the Believers process, as it appears as “Double-mindedness” to Almighty God.

 James 1:5-8, AMP

5 If any of you is deficient in wisdom, let him ask of the giving God [Who gives] to everyone liberally and ungrudgingly, without reproaching or faultfinding, and it will be given him.

6 Only it must be in faith that he asks with no wavering (no hesitating, no doubting). For the one who wavers (hesitates, doubts) is like the billowing surge out at sea that is blown hither and thither and tossed by the wind.

7 For truly, let not such a person imagine that he will receive anything [he asks for] from the Lord,

8[For being as he is] a man of two minds (hesitating, dubious, irresolute), [he is] unstable and unreliable and uncertain about everything [he thinks, feels, decides].

1 John 5:14-15

14 And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us:

15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.
